5.	 Push the lower part 6  from below onto the 
chain so that the chain runs through the clean-
ing components 7 , see Fig. D. 

6.	 Put the lid 5  on the lower part 6  and close 
the bracket 4 , see Fig. E.

7.	 Fill the chain cleaner through the filling open-
ing, 3  up to max. the marking 8 , on the 
side facing away from the handle 2 9 , see 
Fig. F.

8.	 Turn the crank of the bicycle counter-clockwise 
at least 15 times evenly and not too fast.

After cleaning the chain
1.	 Fold the bracket 4  back and open the lid 5 .
2.	 Carefully pull the lower part 6  from the

ponents, 7  the lid 5  and the lower part 
6  with warm water and a cleaning agent.

-	 Replace the cleaning components 7  back 
into the lower part 6 .

-	 Leave the handle 2  in the holder 2a . 
-	 Place the lid 5  back on the bicycle chain 

cleaner 1 .
-	 Fold the bracket 4  back up.

3.	 Dry the chain immediately with a cloth.
4.	 Drip some chain oil (not included in the scope 

of supply) onto the chain and spread it evenly 
over the entire chain with a rag.

-	 Make sure that no chain oil drips next to it. 
Place newspapers or a cardboard box under 
the work area.

-	 Repeat the process until the chain is sufficient-
ly oiled in all places.
